1/2 MARATHON (13.1 miles) 
The course starts and ends at Harderwyk Ministries, taking a northeast loop to Lake 

Macatawa, running the lakeshore to the Holland State Park then north on Lakeshore 

Drive past Tunnel Park to James and back to the start.  It is not a closed course.  Maps 

available on www.park2parkrace.com. This course is USTF certified. There are 5 water/

aid stations set with water, Gu and Gu2O, ready for you to grab and go.  There is one 

port-a-jon on the race course.  The 1/2 marathon course will close at 11:30 a.m. 
 

5K RUN/WALK (3.1 miles) 
Not up to a 1/2 marathon?  Run or walk the traditional 5K, a woodsy route including a 

paved trail loop in Winstrom Park. Starts and ends at Harderwyk Ministries. There is one 

water/aid station on the course.

For both races, age groups are 14 & under, 15-19, 20-24, 25-29, 30-34, 35-39, 40-44,  

45-49, 50-54, 55-59, 60-64, 65-69, 70 & over.
